Awareness: Having the ability to perceive and process 
information.  
 
God has a desire for us to know things. 
 
Romans 1:20, For since the creation of the world God’s 
invisible qualities-his external and divine nature- have been 
clearly see, being understood from what has been made, so 
that men are without excuse.  
  

 
Nature: There is no word for nature in the Hebrew 
language. 

 
Psalm 19:1, The heavens proclaim the glory of God. 
The skies display his craftsmanship. 
 

  Conscience: Having a sense of right and wrong.

My Life: It is impossible to explain everything, but 
looking at a life you can see the transformational 
evidence by the fruit that is made.

1. God’s Word
